They
start producing palm kernel after about 4

years and continue producing for about 25

years.

Supports: Rats, wild pigs and boar, and
insects eat the palm kernel.

Grass

Grass grows between the oil palm plants.
Supports: Snakes hide in the grass to stalk their prey.
